For the interactive portion of the spreadsheet to work, the Excel macro security setting must be set to medium or low. It can not be set to high. To change the security setting to medium: 
1. On the Tools menu, point to Macro, and click Security. The Security dialog box appears. 
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2. Click the Security Level tab. 
3. Click the Medium or Low option. 

Quit and then restart Excel, and try running the macro. 

If you selected medium option, when you launch the spreadsheet you will get a security warning prompt. Select “Enable Macros.
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If you selected the Low security, you will not get a security prompt the spreadsheet will open directly with macro’s enabled.

Upon exiting, you may want to reset you macros to the original setting.
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
